Armistice Centenary and Remembrance Sunday arrangements for November 11th 2018

The annual Service of Remembrance, organised by the Royal British Legion, will take
place in Memorial Square, Isleworth at 10.45 am on November 11th. After the
service, the community is invited to walk past the Memorial Wall to the 390
servicemen listed on the Isleworth War Memorial, which will be displayed in

St Mary’s Primary School and also sign a Book of Remembrance.

Tea, coffee and biscuits will also be available there too. As usual, there will be rolling road
closures along North Street from 10.25 to 10.45 am on 11th November.
To mark the Armistice Centenary, the parade will be larger this year and therefore
it will end at St Mary’s School. To avoid road congestion, the return parade will not
be making the usual journey down the Twickenham Road, Worple Road,
Brantwood Avenue and South Street. After a suitable period of time, the band will
accompany those returning to the Royal British Legion in North Street.

HAPPY SCHOOL BAG COLLECTION
Tuesday 13 November 2018

We are delighted to announce that the school is holding a textile collection for the
Happy School Bag Fundraising Scheme.

This scheme is designed to help schools to raise funds and to help the environment
by diverting discarded but reusable textiles away from landfill. In the UK alone we
consume and discard over 1.4 million tonnes of textiles a year which goes directly into
landfill despite the fact that there is spare capacity in textile recycling plants. By taking
part in this scheme you help to reduce this amount by giving textiles a new lease of
life.

To take part you simply need to fill the Happy School bag with unwanted but clean
clothing. We accept both children’'s and adult clothes including paired shoes,
accessories (hats, belts, handbags, etc.), soft toys and bed linen.

Remember that the more you fill up the bag the more the school can raise; we receive
a competitive rate of up to 65p per kilo; you can also use additional black bin bags if
required.

This is a fantastic opportunity to raise eco-friendly awareness amongst children.
Everyone can take part so spread the word and let's get fundraising!

The Happy School Bag van will collect from our school on TUESDAY 13 NOVEMBER
2018. Please bring all your bags before the start of the school day from 8am
onwards and drop off by St Mary's bicycle shelter and help us have an amazing
collection.
